A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING PAYMENT ACCOMMODATIONS FOR NORTH LITTLE
ROCK ELECTRIC CUSTOMERS WHO ARE FEDERAL EMPLOYEES WITHOUT PAY DUE TO

The (North Little Rock) Fire Union has concerns as
there is no contract in place. On November 30, 2018, the union formally conceded and provided a
proposal to the Mayor and Chief (Danny) Bradley. The union does not have a signed contract and
adjustments continue to be made to the (employee) handbook. Mr. Treece showed a copy of a
(proposed) contract and referenced the areas with changes which were in red. The Union looks
forward to moving forward and working with the Mayor and Council.

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mr. James Ard said he had to call an ambulance recently and a police officer also responded. Mr. Ard
said he has a protection order and the officer said he was checking to see how he was. Mr. Ard
commended the Police Department. Mr. Ard commended Mayor Smith for all that he has done for the
city which included paying off debt and more. Mr. Brett Ake spoke on behalf of the Faulkner Crossing
Property Owners Association. He thanked the Fire Department for putting out a grass fire in their
subdivision. He thanked Mayor Smith for sending Chief of Staff Danny Bradley to visit with the
group to discuss issues and (lack of ) inspections. Residents have submitted bills to council members
for their losses for not having advance inspections. He asked about the sink holes and referenced one
that is at least 25 feet deep. It has been there for at least three (3) years. There are smaller sink holes
forming all over (the neighborhood). Mr. Ake said this is from the developer not cementing the
casings in when they worked on the substructure under the street. The residents want to know who
they should talk to regarding all of these issues. Mr. Nick Franke spoke regarding the North Little
Rock Airport. He said over the past three (3) years, the citizens have given the airport $300,000.00.
The airport wants to put in a café. Mr. Franke said the people who have airplanes at the airport should
(fund and) build it. Mr. Franke referenced spending in 2014 and 2015. In 2016, funds were given to a
contractor for work. In 2018, Mr. Franke said he was attacked by an airport commissioner. Mr. James
Humphrey said he was present to represent himself and the Holt Road Sewer Project. He referenced
signed petitions in support of the project. Mr. Humphrey passed the petitions to the council members.
Mr. Humphrey said this was his third time to make this request of the city council. The residents in the
community need it and the sewer line is needed to improve the health environment of this area and
city. A sewer line would allow the residents to get rid of sewer waste in the best way possible. There
is (sewer) service on the street. It isn’t fair for some houses to have the service while others do not.
Mr. Humphrey said the Holt Road Community has been part of the city for over 30 years. He then
passed a copy of Executive Order issued by former Mayor Patrick Henry Hays to council members.
Council Member Ross asked how many of the 55 people who signed the petition live on Holt Road.
Mr. Humphrey’s said only one (1). Mr. Humphrey referenced an Arkansas Democrat-Gazette article
regarding North Little Rock Waste Water taking over the Maumelle sewer system. He went on to read
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the Mission Statement of the North Little Rock Wastewater Department. (Note: copies of all were
passed to council members who passed them to the City Clerk who received them and filed them with
the supporting documents of this meeting). Council Member Ross said there are other areas of the city
that are not connected to North Little Rock Waste Water including the Belwood neighborhood in Ward
3. Council Member Taylor said he spoke with Marc Wilkins, Waste Water Director who advised him
there are 860 households in the city that are not connected to city sewer. These residents are all
connected to septic tanks. Holt Road is not an isolated location. Council Member Taylor said Mr.
Wilkins advised him it would cost $350,000.00 to $600,000.00 to run sewer lines down Holt Road.
Council Member Robinson said there is only one house on Holt Road and the houses on Neely Road
have septic tanks. Mayor Smith said Maumelle residents pay additional fees for their waste water
service. Council Member Hight welcomed Council Member Ginn to the city council. Ms. Whitbey
reminded residents that Monday is a holiday, however, garbage routes will run as scheduled. Council
Member Baxter said he looks forward to working with the fire union and said crime numbers were
down. Council Member Ross said the leaf vacuums have started their second round of pickup and are
in area one (Park Hill). Council Member Robinson thanked sanitation for their efforts picking up tires
around the city.

There being no further business to come before the Council, and on the motion of Council Member
Hight and seconded by Council Member Ross, and by consent of all members present, the meeting was
adjourned at 6:49 p.m. (8/0), until the next regularly scheduled meeting to be held on Monday, January
28, 2019, at six o’clock p.m. in the City Council Chambers in City Hall, located at 300 Main Street,
North Little Rock, Arkansas.

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE NON-UNIFORMED EMPLOYEES’
POLICY AND PROCEDURE MANUAL REGARDING EMPLOYEES
RETIRING UNDER THE DISABILITY PROVISIONS OF ANY PENSION
PLAN; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 7690 adopted by the City Council on February 28, 2005, codified
by reference as §2-151 of the North Little Rock Municipal Code, established policies and procedures
for non-uniformed employees (“Personnel Manual”), which has subsequently been amended by
Ordinance Nos. 8115, 8249, 8258, 8393. 8516, 8525, 8584, 8710, 8713, 8732, 8767, 8770, 8777, 8783,
8789, 8819, 8880, 8893, 8975, and 8976; and

WHEREAS, there is a need to revise the Group Health Insurance section in the Policy and
Procedure Manual in order provide insurance opportunities for retired and disabled City employees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Policies and Procedure Manual for Non-Uniformed Employees of the
City of North Little Rock adopted pursuant to Ordinance No. 7690 (codified by reference as § 2-151
of the North Little Rock Municipal Code), and amended pursuant to Ordinance Nos. 8115, 8249, 8258,
8393, 8516, 8525, 8584, 8710, 8713, 8732, 8767, 8770, 8777, 8783, 8789, 8819, 8880, 8893, 8975,
and 8976 is hereby amended as follows:

Policy No. 6-002: Group Health Insurance is hereby revised as shown in Exhibit A attached
hereto and incorporated herein by reference.

Editor’s Note: Edited text in exhibit is denoted in red ink as follows: Deleted text by strifcethrongh; added
text by underline.

SECTION 2: That all ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby
repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the City Council has determined that the interests of the City and City
employees can best be served by the adoption of the above amendment to the Policies and Procedure
Manual for Non-Uniformed Employees of the City of North Little Rock; THEREFORE, an emergency
is hereby declared to exist, and this Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after its passage
and approval.

SECTION 6. INSURANCE & RETIREMENT BENEFITS
6-002: GROUP HEALTH INSURANCE
Effective:  01/01/2017
Updated: 01/28/2019

GROUP HEALTH INSURANCE
The following is a brief summary of the current group health insurance plan, which also includes dental benefits.

A complete description of the group health insurance provisions may be found in the employee's Municipal Health Benefit Fund plan
booklet that is provided to every covered employee. In the event of any contradiction between the information given here and the
Municipal Health Benefit Fund booklet, the Municipal Health Benefit Fund booklet shall govern in all instances. For details of benefits,
restrictions, exclusions, procedures, etc., employees should study and become familiar with the provisions described in the insurance
booklet provided to them. If a booklet has been lost, the Finance Department or Plan Administrator should be contacted for a
replacement,

No individual may be covered under this plan as both an employee and a dependent. Also, no individual will be considered an eligible
dependent of more than one employee.

Eligible Dependents
Optional coverage is available for covered employees' eligible dependents as follows: spouse, children under age 26, and handicapped
children past the age of 26 (if not gainfully employed and is living with the employee).

In addition to a son or daughter born to an employee and their spouse, the term “child" also includes an employee's adopted child and
stepchild or other child for whom the employee has legal guardianship if such child depends primarily on the employee for support and
maintenance and lives with the employee in a parent/custodian-child relationship.

Eligibility as a dependent will cease: (a) for any person on the date he or she becomes covered for personal coverage under Municipal
Health Benefit Fund as a dependent of another person, enters active service with the armed forces of any country, or otherwise ceases
to be in a covered classification of persons according to the definition of an eligible dependent, (b) for an employee's spouse, on the
date of divorce or legal separation, and (c) for an employee's child on attainment of the applicable maximum age limit.

Eligibility for Medicare
When a current covered employee becomes age 65 or eligible for Medicare coverage, the City's benefits remain the primary
coverage and Medicare is the secondary coverage.

Employees Retiring Under the Disability Provisions of Any Pension Plan

When any city employee of any age retires from the City under the disability provisions of the pension plan, until award of full
Medicare benefits, but for a total period of time of not more than 27 months from the date of retirement, they are eligible to
remain on the City's health care plan, receiving the same medical benefits and paying the same premium as active employees
as long as the retiree pays the total premium due to the health care plan.

Effective Date
Coverage for employees and dependents is effective the first day of the month following 30 consecutive days of employment.
Dependent coverage will have the same effective date except as stated below.

Enrollment Date

The annual enroliment date is January 1. If the employee does not enroll eligible dependents before the date the employee becomes
eligible, they may not be enrolled until the following January 1. If an employee has no eligible dependents, but wishes to provide
coverage for an eligible newborn, then the employee must enroll for dependent coverage when the child is born. New dependents,
i.e., marriage or adoption, must be enrolled the first of the month following the date the employee acquired the new dependents. If not
enrolled when eligible, the new dependents may not be enrolled until January 1 of the next year. Employees must complete an





enroliment card and submit it to their departmental payroll clerk for forwarding to the Human Resources Department when dependent
coverage is elecled.

Payment of Premiums
At the present time the City pays 100% of the cost of providing medical insurance premiums through Municipat Health Benefit Fund,
for each efigible employee and elected City official and 75% of the cost for eligible dependents.

When a covered employee is temporarily in an inactive, non-pay status other than unpaid FMLA leave, it is the responsibility of the
covered employee to pay 100% of his own and his eligible dependents’ health insurance premiums.

While the covered employee is on unpaid FMLA leave, the City will continue to pay 100% of the employee's health insurance premium,
however, the employee is required to continue to pay the premiums for histher usual share of the dependent health coverage and any
optional insurance payments.

If an employee on FMLA leave fails to return to work following the leave, the employee may be required fo reimburse the City for all
premiums paid during the leave.

Arrangements for paying health insurance premiums during periods of unpaid leave should be made with the Finance Department as
far in advance of the leave as possible,

Status Changes

Dependent coverage may be discontinued by completing the change portion of a new enroliment card. If coverage is discontinued
after payment of a portion of the premium, that premium payment will not be refunded. Any change in dependent coverage status
requires completion of a new enrollment form. These forms are available in each department. Status changes cannot be completed
until the employee has signed the change form.

Options for Continuation Of Coverage

Retirees Age 55 or Older “Unless Medicare-Eligible”

When any city employee, fifty-five years of age or over Unless Medicare-Eligible who is vested in the retirement system retires from
the City, the retiree may continue to participate in the City's health care plan, receiving the same medical benefits and paying the same
premium as active employees as long as the retiree pays the total premium due to the health care plan.

Retirees Age 65“Medicare Eligible”

‘Medicare Eligible” Retirees, who reach the age of 65, are not eligible for the City's “Group Health Insurance Plan™. In this instance,
the Refiree's “Medicare Eligibility Date” is determined by the following criteria;

»  On the 1st of the month of the Retiree’s 65th birthday or
¢ On the month prior o the Refiree’s 65th birthday if they tumn 65 on the 1st of the month

Under the Consolidated Omnibus Benefits Budget Reconciliation Act (C.0.B.R.A.)

Employees

Pursuant to Public Law 99-272, Title X known as (C.0.B.R.A.), an employee who is subject to losing group health coverage because
of a reduction in hours of employment (including unpaid military leave in excess of thirty (30) days), or termination of employment (for
reasons other than gross misconduct on the employee's part), may choose continuation of the City's health insurance coverage by
paying the premiums as described below. €.0.B.R.A. coverage does not include Life or AD&D.

Spouses of Employees
Covered spouses of employees may choose continuation coverage if group health coverage is lost for any of the following four reasons:
» the death of the employes;
+  atermination of the employee's employment (for reasons other than gross misconduct) or reduction in the employee's
hours of employment;
e divorce or legal separation from the employee; or






» the employee becomes entitled to Medicare.

Children of Employees
Covered dependent chitdren of an employee may choose continuation coverage if group heaith coverage is lost for any of the following
five reasons:
+  death of a parent who is the employee;
» termination of a covered parent's employment (for reasons other than gross misconduct) or reduction in a parent's
hours of employment with the City;
parents' divorce or lsgal separafion;
parent becomes entitled to Medicare; or
the dependent ceases to be a "dependent child” under the City's group health insurance plan.

Payment of Premiums for Continuation Coverage
The covered employee, spouse or dependent is responsible for paying 100% of the group-rate premiums plus 2% (as provided by
COBRA} for continuation coverage. COBRA premium due dates are the first of each month.

Group insurance Fund Administrator

C.0.B.RA. benefits are administered by the Plan Administrator for Municipal Health Benefit Fund. For answers to specific terms and
conditions and other questions about C.0.B.R.A., the employee should review the Very Important Notice regarding C.0.B.R A, rights
currently on pages 31, 32, 33 of the employee’s Municipal Health Benefit Fund booklet or contact the Plan Administrator shown below.

Status Changes

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 13, SECTION 2.3.1 OF THE
NORTH LITTLE ROCK MUNICIPAL CODE TO PROHIBIT THE
COMMERCIAL PICK-UP OF DUMPSTERS ADJACENT TO
RESIDENTIAL PROPERTY BETWEEN THE HOURS OF 10:00 P.M. AND
6:00 A.M.; REPEALING ORDINANCE NO. 7500; DECLARING AN
EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, numerous residential, commercial and industrial properties located within the
City of North Little Rock have dumpsters located upon their property; and

WHEREAS, City departments and members of the City Council have received frequent
complaints from North Little Rock citizens regarding the disturbance caused by the pick-up of
garbage from dumpsters by commercial garbage collectors between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and
6:00 a.m.; and

WHEREAS, Ordinance No. 7500, codified in Section 2.3.1 of Chapter 13 of the North
Little Rock Municipal Code (the “Code™), provides a process by which citizens can file a complaint
if they are disturbed by commercial garbage pick-up between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00
a.m.; and

WHEREAS, the complaint process has been unsuccessful in deterring commercial garbage
pick-up between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.; and

WHEREAS, currently there are no provisions of the Code that prohibit the commercial
pick-up of dumpsters between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: Section 2.3.1 of Chapter 13 (Solid Waste) of the North Little Rock Municipal
code shall be amended to read as follows:

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The commercial pick-up of garbage from any dumpster that is located on residential

propetty, or from any dumpster that is located on a parcel of property that is adjacent to
residential property, is prohibited between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. Each
violation of this section by any individual or corporation shall be punishable by a fine not
to exceed $500.00.

SECTION 2: That Ordinance 7500 is hereby repealed. All ordinances or parts of
ordinances in conflict herewith are also hereby repealed to the extent of the conflict.

SECTION 3: That the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby declared to be severable
and if any section, phrase or provision shall be declared or held invalid, such invalidity shall not
affect the remainder of the sections, phrases or provisions.

SECTION 4: It is hereby found and determined that abating noise nuisances suffered by
citizens of the City is vitally important to the welfare of the City, and that the passage of this
Ordinance is necessary in order to abate the ongoing nuisance caused by the commercial pick-up
of garbage from dumpsters adjacent to residential property between the hours of 10:00 p.m. and
6:00 a.m., and being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public health, safety and
welfare; THEREFORE, an emergency is hereby declared to exist and this Ordinance shall be in
full force and effect from and after its passage and approval.

AN ORDINANCE WAIVING FORMAL BIDDING REQUIREMENTS FOR
THE PURCHASE OF A THIRTY-EIGHT FOOT LED CHRISTMAS TREE
FROM TEMPLE DISPLAY, LTD.; DECLARING AN EMERGENCY; AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, Ark. Code Ann. § 14-58-303 requires City purchases exceeding the amount
of $20,000 to follow statutory procedures of local advertisement and opening of sealed bids which
may only be waived in exceptional situations where bidding is deemed not feasible or practical,
and

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas (the “City”) would like to purchase a
thirty-eight foot LED Christmas tree to display in the downtown Argenta area for winter holiday
events; and

WHEREAS, Temple Display, Ltd. is selling a thirty-eight foot LED Christmas tree on a
thirty-three percent (33%) discount for the months of January and February, for a total cost of
$31,780.11, plus tax, with a shipping cost of $1,700 to $2,000 (see Proposed Décor image attached
hereto as Exhibit A); and

WHEREAS, it is advantageous to the City to purchase said tree for City winter holiday
events because of the discount offered by Temple Display, Ltd., which will only be available until
the end of February 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Advertising & Promotion Commission will directly pay for or will
reimburse the City for the full cost of the tree.

ARGENTA COMMUNITY THEATER

This Agreement made and entered into this __ day of
2019, by and between the CITY OF NORTH LITTLE TLE ROCK (City) and ARGENTA
COMMUNITY THEATER (ACT):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, ACT is a non-profit organization committed to serving the
community through education and advancement of the performing arts; and

WHEREAS, ACT is the first of its kind in Arkansas with a strategic building
design that can accommodate up to 300 for any type of event, and the black-box theater
allows flexible staging techniques for smaller theater companies; and

WHEREAS, ACT will feature local, regional, and national productions, book
readings, private and business events; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to promote the development of its downtown area
with a variety of activities, including the arts, that would benefit its citizens and residents,
and ACT has designed and constructed a forum intended to serve the City of North Little
Rock as both a self-sustaining art facility and a multipurpose venue accessible for use by
the public; and

WHEREAS, ACT has properly submitted its application in accordance with
North Little Rock Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce’) procedures and
guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. Provision of services. ACT shall operate its theater as a forum for artistic
expression and a multipurpose venue that is available for use by the public in accordance
with the nondiscrimination requirements of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act. ACT
shall establish internal policies governing the prioritization of conflicting uses and apply
such policies fairly and uniformly.

Any programs and events administered by ACT may be made available to the
general public, to specific age groups within the general public, or to targeted groups
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representing economically disadvantaged segments of society. It is further agreed that
program personnel will adhere to all provisions of the Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) that may apply to a particular program.

ACT shall prominently display appropriate signage indicating the City’s support
for the theater. ACT shall reasonably inform the City about performances and events to
be held at the theater,

The City will not be held liable for any injuries suffered by individuals who are
participating in activities on or in ACT facilities.

2. Term, The term of this Agreement shall begin January 1, 2019 and end
December 31, 2019,

3. Consideration by the City. As consideration for the services as provided for
in Paragraph 1 above, the City will make a lump sum annual payment to ACT in the
amount of Fifty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($50,000.00). ACT intends for, and
estimates that, the amount of the annual payment is approximately equal to the cost of the
services provided to or for the benefit of the City by ACT. In the event that either ACT
or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below,
the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with
adjustments to the amount of the annual payment and/or the services provided by ACT
to equalize such cost and benefit.

4, Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any
of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-

assigning party.

5. Authority. The City represents and warrants that it has the authority to enter
into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. ACT
represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement,
and the party signing ACT has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be
effective until approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. ACT agrees:
(a) That it will secure and maintain appropriate and adequate insurance

coverage for the programs it will be operating and conducting. ACT
agrees and understands fully that participants in its program(s) are not
covered by any insurance of the City and will provide its Proof of
Insurance to the City. Failure to do so will result in immediate cancellation
of this Agreement. ACT shall indemnify and hold harmless the City and
all of its employees, agents, and officers against losses, claims, causes of
action and liabilities on account of damage to property, or injury or death
of individuals arising out of negligent acts by ACT, its agents, employees
or program participants.

{b) To comply with Ark, Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers
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to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed
in this Agreement.

(c) That is will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(d) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources
and shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner
consistent with generally accepted accounting principles and provide the
same to the City upon request.

(e) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure
of City funds in excess of $20,000 and the employment of professionals,
as that term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, ACT may contact a city purchasing officer at
(501) 975-8881.)

() Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a
governmental purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to
disclosure under the Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”).

(g) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Commerce that accurately
reflects all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted
no later than January 15, 2020. A representative of ACT will be available,
at the request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council
meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

(h) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.

(i) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated
a nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation.

(j) To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

7. Governing Law. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The partics further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

8. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for convenience or reference only
and are not intended to define, limit or affect the interpretation of any term or provision
hereof.

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety
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(90) days” written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the

date of termination.

10. Time is of the essence in regard to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

11. This Agreement may be executed in two or more counterparts, each of which
is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same instrument.

WHEREAS, the Arkansas Foodbank (the Foodbank) is a non-profit organization
committed to acquiring and distributing food and other resources to people in need; and

WHEREAS, the City of North Little Rock entered into an agreement with the Foodbank
(authorized by Resolution No. 9359 adopted February 12, 2018), and pursuant to the 2018
agreement Foodbank has performed its duties and met reporting requirements; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is the largest provider of emergency food in central Arkansas
serving the largest portion of North Little Rock food pantries, and its membership requirements
ensure food safety, nondiscrimination and usage reporting; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to furnish food and clothing for residents unable
to provide for themselves and has allocated funding for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist North Little Rock residents who are food insecure,
and the Foodbank has an established infrastructure that will allow assistance to easily be used by
North Little Rock food pantries for the purposes of purchasing food for the needy.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS:

SECTION 1: That the Mayor and City Clerk are hereby authorized to enter a Pre-
purchased Food Agreement between the City of North Little Rock and Arkansas Foodbank
(substantially similar to Exhibit A attached hereto) whereby the Foodbank, through its
infrastructure, will provide food assistance to those North Little Rock food pantries listed in the
agreement.

SECTION 2: That the City will make a lump sum payment to the Arkansas Foodbank in
the amount of Twenty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($20,000.00) for the pre-purchased food to be
made available for distribution by approved North Little Rock food pantries to needy residents,
said amount having been included in Special Appropriations in the 2019 Budget.

PREPURCHASED FOOD AGREEMENT

Between

CITY OF NORTH LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS
And

ARKANSAS FOODBANK

This Pre-purchased Food Agreement (“Agreement”) is made and entered into this

day of , 2019, by and between the CITY OF NORTH
LITTLE ROCK (hereinafter referred to as the City) and the ARKANSAS
FOODBANK (hereinafter referred to as the Foodbank):

W-I-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is a non-profit organization committed to acquiring
and distributing food and other resources to hungry people; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank is the largest provider of emergency food in central
Arkansas, and serves the largest portion of North Little Rock food pantries; and

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has membership requirements that ensure food safety,
nondiscrimination, and usage reporting; and

WHEREAS, the City is authorized by law to furnish food and clothing for
residents unable to buy the same, and has allocated funding for this purpose; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to assist North Little Rock residents who are food
insecure, and the Foodbank has an established infrastructure that will allow assistance to
easily be used by North Little Rock food pantries for the purposes of purchasing food for
the needy.

WHEREAS, the Foodbank has properly submitted its application in accordance
with the North Little Rock Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce™) procedures and
guidelines.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises
set forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between
the parties as follows:

1. THE CITY AGREES to make a lump sum payment to the Foodbank in the
amount of Twenty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($20,000.00). The City also agrees to
inform individual food pantries operating in North Little Rock of the availability of food
that has been pre-purchased by the City and is available for distribution to needy
residents.
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2. THE FOODBANK AGREES to provide a minimum $ of food
without charge (“Pre-purchased Food”) to the food pantries identified by the City and the
Foodbank as servicing needy residents of North Little Rock. The Foodbank also agrees
to immediately notify the North Little Rock Mayor’s Office if the Foodbank learns that
any food pantry shown on the attached funding list:

a. Uses Pre-purchased Food outside of North Little Rock;

b. Operates in violation of Title VI of the 1964 Civil Rights Act; or

¢. Operates in violation of the Foodbank’s member guidelines regarding food
safety, financial and usage reporting.

3. AMENDMENTS. The City and Foodbank may, by written agreement between
the North Little Rock Mayor and Foodbank Director, amend the list of food pantries
shown on funding list and/or amend the Pre-purchased Food amounts allocated among
food pantries in order to ensure that food pantries adhere to the intent of this Agreement
and to ensure that needy residents are provided food in the best and most efficient way
possible.

4. REPORTING. The Foodbank shall submit quarterly reports to the City detailing
the amount of Pre-purchased Food available to each food pantry listed on the 2019
Emergency Food Funding list. No later than January 15, 2020, the Foodbank shall also
submit an annual report containing summarized information about the Foodbank and all
food pantries shown on the funding list, including: client usage, total food expenditures,
remaining credit balances, and any other matter deemed relevant by the Foodbank. A
representative of the Foodbank will be available, at the request of the City, to appear
before a specified City Council meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

5. TERM. The term of this Agreement shall begin February  , 2019 and end
December 31, 2019, provided that, the Foodbank shall continue to make any unused Pre-
purchased Foods available to the food pantries shown on the funding list until December
31, 2019.

6. ASSIGNMENT. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by
any of the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the
non-assigning party.

7. AUTHORITY. The Foodbank represents and warrants to the City that it has the
authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the Foodbank has been
duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public
action of the North Little Rock City Council.

8. YOLUNTEERS. The Foodbank agrees to comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-
13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to accomplish its contractual obligations of a public
nature, as expressed in this Agreement.
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9. GOVERNING LAW. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be
construed under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and
venue for any cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state
courts of Arkansas.

10. INTERPRETATION. The headings in this Agreement are inserted for
convenience or reference only and are not intended to define, limit or affect the
interpretation of any term or provision hereof.

11. EARLY TERMINATION. This Agreement may be terminated by either party
without cause upon ninety (90) days’ written notice.

12, COUNTERPARTS. This Agreement may be executed in two or more
counterparts, each of which is deemed as original but all constitute one and the same
instrument.

by and between the City of North Little Rock (City) and North Little Rock Units of the
Boys & Girls Club of Central Arkansas (NLR Boys & Girls Club):

W-1-T-N-E-S-S-E-T-H:

WHEREAS, the NLR Boys & Girls Club is a non-profit organization utilizing a
community made up of staff members, volunteers, parents, youth and supporters who work
together to create a positive environment offering opportunities for the children of North
Little Rock to learn and grow through life-enhancing programs and character development
experiences; and

WHEREAS, NLR Boys & Girls Club has requested funding from the City for the
2019 calendar year and has properly submitted its application in accordance with North Little
Rock Department of Commerce (“NLR Commerce”) procedures and guidelines; and

WHEREAS, NLR Commerce has reviewed and verified that NLR Boys & Girls
Club has properly filed its quarterly and final performance reports for 2018 and has provided
all requested documentation to the City; and

WHEREAS, the City believes that the NLR Boys & Girls Club’s programs will
benefit local youth and help them grow and develop in a positive way.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set
forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between the
parties as follows:

The NLR Boys & Girls Club will use the funds provided
by the City solely for its North Little Rock Units; specifically in the After School and Summer
Programs.

2. Term. The term of this Agreement shall begin January 1, 2019 and end December
31, 2019.

3. Consideration by the City of North Little Rock, Arkansas. As consideration
for the services provided pursuant to this agreement, the City will make a lump sum annual
payment to NLR Boys & Girls Club in the amount of Sixty Five Thousand & 00/100 Dollars
($65,000.00). NLR Boys & Girls Club and the City intend for, and estimate that, the amount
of the annual payment is approximately equal to the cost of the services provided to or for
the benefit of the City by NLR Boys & Girls Club. In the event that either NLR Boys & Girls
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Club or the City gives a notice of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below,
the parties agree to negotiate in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with adjustments
to the amount of the annual contribution and/or the services provided by NLR Boys & Gitls
Club to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any of
the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-

assigning party.

3. Authority. The City represents and warrants to NLR Boys & Girls Club that it
has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been
duly authorized. NLR Boys & Girls Club represents and warrants to the City that it has the
authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for NLR Boys & Girls Club has
been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official public
action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. NLR Boys & Girls Club agrees:

- (a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to
accomplish its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this
Agreement,

(b) That it will not discriminate against any person on the basis of race, color,
religion, natural origin, age, gender or any other constitutionally-protected
basis.

(¢) That it will not mingle City funds with funds obtained from other sources and
shall document the expenditure of all City funds in a manner consistent with
generally accepted accounting principles and provide the same to the City
upon request.

(d) Acknowledges that certain procedural restrictions apply to the expenditure of
City funds in excess of $20,000 and the employment of professionals, as that
term has been defined by the City. (For procedural guidance in the
expenditure of City funds, NLR Boys & Girls Club may contact a city
purchasing officer at (501) 975-8881.)

(e} Acknowledges that the expenditure of government funds for a governmental
purpose is a matter of public interest and subject to disclosure under the
Arkansas Freedom of Information Act (“FOIA”).

(f) That it will submit an annual report to NLR Commerce that accurately reflects
all performance under this Agreement, said report to be submitted no later
than January 15, 2020. A representative of NLR Boys & Girls Club will be
available, at the request of the City, to appear before a specified City Council
meeting to answer any questions concerning the report.

(g) To attach to this agreement a document identifying each member of the
governing board of the nonprofit entity.
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(h) To attach to this agreement evidence of nonprofit status, and if designated a
nontaxable entity, attach a copy of an IRS opinion letter affirming the
designation. Iftax returns have been submitted, NLR Boys & Girls Club will
also attach a copy of the most recent tax return.

(1) To submit a budget to demonstrate the projected use of City funds.

7. Governing Law. The parties hereto agree that this Agreement shall be construed
under Arkansas law. The parties further agree that proper jurisdiction and venue for any
cause of action arising from this Agreement shall be vested in the state courts of Arkansas.

8. The headings used in this Agreement are inserted for convenience or reference only
and are not intended to define, limit or affect the interpretation of any term or provision
hereof.

9. This Agreement may be terminated by either party without cause upon ninety (90)
days’ written notice. The fee described in Section 3 shall be prorated based upon the date of
termination.

10. Time is of the essence in regard to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.

5. The City represents and warrants to PAL that it has the authority to enter into this
Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized, PAL represents and
warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for
PAL has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until approved by official
public action of the North Little Rock City Council,

6. PAL agrees:

(a) To comply with Ark. Code Ann. § 21-13-101, et seq. if it uses volunteers to accomplish
its contractual obligations of a public nature, as expressed in this Agreement.

WHEREAS, NLR Commerce has reviewed and verified that AAF has provided all
requested documentation to the City; and

WHEREAS, the City desires to promote economic development in its downtown
area with a variety of artistic activities and events that would benefit and enrich the lives of
its citizens and residents, and AAF has the expertise, knowledge and ability to provide the
execution and management of such events in the Argenta Community.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises set
forth herein, and other good and valuable consideration, it is agreed by and between the
parties as follows:

1. Provision of services. AAF will market cultural and artistic events and
experiences throughout the City through the promotion and management of a variety of
artistic events and experiences to be held for benefit and enjoyment of the City’s citizens and
residents, including the 3 Friday Art Walk, Argenta Acoustic Music Series and Music
Month in Argenta (see Exhibit “A” attached hereto).

AAF will provide the necessary facilities and expertise required to accomplish the
general goals of this agreement. The City will provide the funding stated herein and endorse
the artistic events resulting from this agreement in the same manner as similar programs
conducted through the City.
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2. Term, The term of this Agreement shall begin January 1, 2019 and end December
31, 2019,

3. Consideration by the City. As consideration for the services as provided for in
Paragraph 1 above, the City will make a lump sum annual payment to AAF in the amount of
Twenty Thousand & 00/100 Dollars ($20,000.00).

In the event that either AAF or the City gives a notice
of termination of this Agreement pursuant to Section 9 below, the parties agree to negotiate
in good faith a reinstatement of this Agreement with adjustments to the amount of the annual
payment and/or the services provided by AAF to equalize such cost and benefit.

4. Assignment. This Agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part by any of
the parties to this Agreement unless prior written approval has been given by the non-
assigning party.

S. Authority. The City represents and warrants to AAF that it has the authority to
enter into this Agreement, and the party signing for the City has been duly authorized. AAF
represents and warrants to the City that it has the authority to enter into this Agreement, and
the party signing AAF has been duly authorized. This Agreement shall not be effective until
approved by official public action of the North Little Rock City Council.

6. AAF agrees:

for the programs it will be operating and conducting. AAF agrees and
understands fully that participants in its events(s) are not covered by any
insurance of the City and will provide its Proof of Insurance to the City.
